The regular meeting for 10/21/15 was called to order by Mayor Poythress at 6:00 p.m.

Kimberly Rose, residing in Chowchilla, California, stated she is a driver for First Transit.  She drives the 
MAX (Madera Area Express) bus.  She advised that her subject is safety on the drivers and also their 
passengers.  She explained that the situation is that on October 12th, last Monday, she had a passenger 
that was displaying some hostility issues on the bus.  He was sweating.  He was obviously high.  She called 
in and told them she had a passenger who got aggressive with another passenger.  She got him off her 
bus at the Walmart stop and then called the supervisor.  The supervisor came out, assessed it, talked to 
the passenger but, allowed him to get back on the bus.  When she continued on with her route, she got on 
Granada and as she was driving, he got up out of his seat and decided he was going to start beating her

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up while she was driving the bus.  She advised that she has a couple of issues with that. She doesn’t think 
he should have been allowed back on the bus.  She noted that he was charged with two misdemeanors 
and a felony.  She stated that the felony is because he kicked a cop but, it is a misdemeanor for her as a 
driver, having another passenger and the public out there behind the wheel, being assaulted.  She advised 
that she received a shoulder injury, emotional issues now.  She would like to see the City have an ordinance 
where they are protected by these passengers because mental illness / drug abuse is getting higher and 
higher and higher, and all of her co-workers and other drivers that are not here right now that are out there 
working for the public are at risk, and they have no ordinance to protect them from these people.  She 
knows that it is a touchy situation with ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) and they always come in but, 
she feels that she would like to see some kind of ordinance herself to protect them and that is why they are 
here as a group.   
 
Krisann Gonzalez, residing in Madera, California, stated that she just wanted to reiterate what Ms. Rose 
explained to them what happened.  She added that when this happened it created a call to action in all the 
employees at First Transit.  It is their hope that the City will consider creating an ordinance that will give 
them additional support when dealing with problem passengers.  She noted that this incident should have 
never happened.  She commented that they have ordinances for skateboarding and graffiti but none for the 
health and safety of transportation workers and for their passengers.  She advised that the Transportation 
Commission is already working on policies and it is their hope that the City Council will work with them and 
First Transit employees in a cooperative effort to lessen the likelihood of this happening again.  She noted 
that if they have ordinances in place to have prohibition of passengers following a procedure of protocol, 
they are going to be a lot safer in the future.  She added that since transportation is only going to grow here, 
it needs to be implemented now; now is the best time.  She noted that is the good thing that can come out 
of this incident. 
 
Mayor Poythress thanked them for their comments. 
 
Mayor Poythress asked if there are any other members of the public who wish to address the Council.  No 
other requests were made and Mayor Poythress closed public comment. 
 
PRESENTATIONS Recognize Shirley Drags for Years of Service on the City of Madera Planning 

Commission 
 
Mayor Poythress stated that this particular presentation, for him, is very special because it is to an individual 
who has served the City, at least the City of Madera organization, for almost as long as he has, and the 
only reason she has not served longer is because she decided to leave.  He stated that is the topic and the 
reason why they have this presentation.  Mayor Poythress invited Ms. Driggs to join him at the podium.  He 
noted that they have a little story to tell and so forth. 
 
Mayor Poythress stated that he thinks it was March of 2004.  He doesn’t know if she remembers this or not.  
He commented that Bobby Kahn, the Economic Development Commission Director, puts on this Eggs and 
Issues deal and he usually has a local assemblyman or congressman or state senator, and this event 
occurred at the hospital.  He noted that he can’t even remember who the elected was but, it doesn’t really 
matter.  He remembers afterward that he was talking to Ms. Driggs and he said, Shirley, you know, we 
really need to get some really good leadership on council and I would like to see you go forward as a city 
councilperson and Shirley says, well no, I don’t think I’d feel led to do that this time but, I would like to see 
you do that.  He said, well if I did that then would you agree to an appointment with the City.  He clarified 
that he doesn’t even know if he asked her that question but…would you help me out.  She was, oh yeah 
sure, whatever it is.  He thinks it was December or January of ’05 and they had an appointment to the 
Planning Commission.  He called her up and he said, hey Shirley, would you like to join us on the Planning 
Commission and remember you said you would help me out.  He added that she also had a great interest 
in their City.   
 
Ms. Driggs clarified that was to help get him elected. 
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Mayor Poythress stated that Ms. Driggs graciously agreed to come on the Planning Commission and from 
that point on, he thinks, her efforts were legendary.  She was a great support to the City for Vision 2025, 
for standards of building, General Plan; it was a great, great effort.  He commented that they just appreciate 
her so much.  He added that prior to that Ms. Driggs spent many years with the Economic Development 
Commission (EDC) and all kinds of various positions.  He noted that when she announced that she wanted 
to retire so she could spend some more time on the road with her husband, and of course then, her husband 
Bill decides to resign from the hospital Board of Directors.  Mayor Poythress noted that he was chair at the 
time so he thanked them for creating all these holes in different places.  He stated that as a couple, they 
have done such a great job.  They have a wonderful family and great commitment to the community over 
the years.  He thanked them again. 
 
Mayor Poythress stated what he is presenting is a small token of their appreciation honoring Ms. Driggs for 
her 10 years of service as a Planning Commissioner, for her outstanding leadership qualities, public service, 
exceptional performance, and personal commitment to the community of Madera.  He added that she is to 
be commended. 
 
Shirley Driggs stated she doesn’t have much to say.  She had a fellow Planning Commissioner, that is now 
a City Councilman, that was a great help.  She told Council Member Medellin that he was very supportive 
and helpful in helping her kind of fit in and learn.  She commented that it has been very, very interesting.  
She had never been involved in these types of issues.  She noted that through Economic Development she 
certainly had with land use and different issues but, this was a whole new experience for her.  She really 
enjoyed it.  She enjoyed working with the staff and they are great to work with.  She is sure that Chris Boyle 
will always remember her saying, but what about form based codes in special districts.  She noted that in 
10 years she didn’t succeed in moving the City forward on that although, the General Plan reflects that a 
little bit and she appreciates that.  She commented that the other part is that when they have new folks 
come on Planning and they say, but Shirley, it is better than it is now.  She noted that is never good enough 
for her and the Planning Department knows that.  She thinks City staff knows that that is not good enough 
for her.  What she always comes back with is we have one chance to get it right, let’s get it right.  They 
can’t go back and change it so that’s real important to her.  She commented that she just wants to thank all 
of City and she would like to introduce her family.  She introduced her family present:  Brian Driggs, their 
son; Dr. Hardy Crane; and grandsons Dillon and Justin.  She stated that what Pastor David said is so true.  
They are here tonight because they need to learn from their example that it is important to stay involved, to 
be involved in the communities you’re in, and to give back.  So whether it is passing a school bond; the two 
of them were able to do that.  They passed the very first one.  She added that she just appreciates the 
experience and she wished the City of Madera the best.  She thanked them for this nice recognition. 
 
Council Member Medellin stated he wanted to thank Ms. Driggs personally and her husband Bill for 
supporting her for all those meetings.  He recalled back in the good old days where they had long meetings 
and something to plan but, they really worked well together.  He doesn’t know if he has ever found anybody 
more passionate about the City of Madera than Ms. Driggs and her family.  He recalled that they kind of 
had a one/two punch.  They would call each other and say, ok did you read what I read and does it make 
the same sense to you as it did to me.  He added that that was kind of her nickname, form based codes.  It 
was, ok, here we go again and Shirley is going to go on her soapbox but, it was only because she loved 
the City and she was very passionate and wanted to see it grow.  He thanked her and added that they still 
hope to see her in the future.  He really enjoyed his time on the Commission with her.

City Clerk Sonia Alvarez stated that the requested action is consistent with direction by the Council at the 
last Council meeting.  She advised that the resolution that is included is modeled after the resolution that 
the Board of Supervisors adopted early October.  She added that beyond that, unless the Council has some 
additional discussion on it, they would request approval of the resolution. 
 
Mayor Poythress asked if there are any Council Members who would like to make a comment in regards to 
this particular item. 
 
Council Member Medellin stated that at this afternoon’s MCTC (Madera County Transportation 
Commission) meeting, they approved pretty much the same resolution in support of the County Board of 
Supervisor’s action.  He believes it is also on the agenda for their EDC (Economic Development 
Commission) meeting coming up in about a week.  He added that he talked to Chowchilla City Council and 
it is on their agenda, and there is a possibility that even the Farm Bureau is going to write up a resolution 
and also show support.  He thinks it is great that they can all ban together and show support for 1,500 jobs 
here in the County of Madera. 
 
Mayor Poythress commented that is well said. 
 
Mayor Poythress stated that if there are no other comments, he will accept a motion for action.

E.  ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS 
   

E-1 Weekly Water Conservation Reports  
 

Public Works Operations Director Dave Randall stated that similar to last time, they have seen the same 
trend.  Their conservation numbers seem to bounce around about 20%-25%.  The last one they saw was 
at 20%.  He added that the one that will be going out tomorrow is back up to 25%.  He advised that the 
overall trend is sort of what they anticipated with the change in the season.  Going forward they don’t expect 
that to change much because the opportunity to make the conservation through irrigation is reduced 
obviously as everybody starts turning off their sprinkler systems, etc.  They still are seeing good compliance 
with watering on watering days.  Right now they pump a little over 10 million gallons a day on a watering 
day versus about 3.5 million less on a non-watering day but, in order to try to make their 28%, they would 
have to see reductions in the range of 1.9 to 1.6 million gallons per day going into December, January, and 
February.  He noted that the only way they have a potential of doing that is going to what some people have 
done which is going to a winter no watering schedule.  He stated that not that they are going to get complete 
compliance, and he doesn’t think anybody ever does but, without that, the numbers just aren’t there.  He 
noted that there is not that much opportunity.  No matter how many rebates for toilets they have, well he 
guesses if everybody did it is possible, but it is very unlikely they would be able to do that.  He advised that 
they have been doing a very good job of using all the tools they can to address this program.  When they 
look at their neighbors in surrounding areas, he thinks they can hold their head high.  They have done well 
in comparison.  He is not too concerned that the State is going to target them for anything.  He noted that 
there is potential because they aren’t going to meet their numbers that the State could do something.   He 
commented that the County hasn’t been taken to task and they have not met their goals.   
 
Mr. Randall stated that, at this point, he is sort of looking for the Council’s pleasure whether or not they 
would want to change.  They could come back at the following meeting with a resolution to adopt the no 
watering schedule starting in December, carry that on through February, and then go back to a two day a 
week watering schedule after the winter or, they could continue just trying to do what they can with 
enforcement and public information.  He thinks both have merit.  He noted that it is a bit of a choice on the 
Council’s part as to how much effort they want to put towards that.  Staff would be glad to take any direction 
the Council provides. 
 
Mayor Poythress wondered, if they went to a no watering day schedule for maybe December and January, 
and then one day a week in February; something like that.  He knows there are a lot of variations. 
 
Mr. Randall replied that they most certainly could.  They could measure that.  He advised that the Council 
has the ability at any meeting, where they agendize it, to make a resolution and change to one of their other 
schedules.  The only thing they concerns themselves a little bit about is gradual changes because it is 
totally about getting the public to understand what their watering schedule is.  They don’t like too many 
changes.  As staff they said, well, should we go to down to one and then zero.  They can obviously see 
what the problem is that by the time they tell them it is one and then zero, they are having to reeducate.  
He can’t even remember to put his trash out on the right day so he gets it.   
 
Mayor Poythress asked if there are any comments from his colleagues. 
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Council Member Holley commented that the only thing he has to say about that is that they are getting a 
trend of eliminating things and it is hard to re-amp it.  He thinks they just need to weather the storm and 
see what happens.  If it’s raining like they are supposed to get this good rain storm coming through, he 
thinks will change a lot.  But, when they start just taking things away, it is hard to get them back on the 
books and it is hard to get people back in tune to start watering again.  He thinks they fought like mad to 
get this to two days.  He thinks it should be left up with an option of the people. 
 
City Attorney Brent Richardson cautioned that they not get too far into a discussion of processes they want 
to go down when this is just agendized for a water conversation report.  He added that a superficial 
discussion is one thing but, it almost seems like they are going down conservation idea road. 
 
Council Member Bomprezzi suggested they agendize it for the next meeting and have a discussion about 
it. 
 
Mayor Poythress agreed and added that maybe with some options. 
 
Mr. Randall responded that if it is something the Council wants to entertain, they can bring it back with a 
little more detail. 
 
Mayor Poythress agreed and added they can bring some numbers to show where they are and where 
things are looking and heading, and so forth. 
 
City Administrator David Tooley stated so that they are clear, this would not be a workshop; this would be 
an action item with options for Council consideration.   
 
Council concurred. 
 
Mr. Tooley stated staff has got it. 
 
Mayor Poythress thanked Mr. Randall for the report. 
 
F. COUNCIL REPORTS 
 
Council Member Robinson reported that today he attended the San Joaquin River Conservancy meeting.  
They discussed the Friant Corridor Land Use Feasibility Study.  He noted that it is going to be a part of the 
general plan for Fresno.  He added that it is privately funded; it costs $125,000.  He advised that the purpose 
of the study for the 5,558 acres is for potential development opportunities and the expansion of the Lost 
Lake Recreational area with camping, kayaking, canoeing.  He noted that they are going to review this 
document.  He added that Madera County Supervisor Brett Frazier had some input as well alluding that the 
study is kind of blurry.  Council Member Robinson stated his input was that maybe, for tourism, they have 
a sky ramp so that they can be above the river, they can see the Table Top, and for people that don’t feel 
like hiking on the trails.  He stated that would be similar to Palm Springs.  They have a sky ramp.  He added 
that at the San Diego Zoo they have a ramp to look over the zoo.  Also in London, they have that big Ferris 
wheel so they need something that can stand out. 
 
Council Member Robinson reported that yesterday he attended the County Education Department’s event 
with PBS.  He explained that what they want to do is team up with the school system and incorporate their 
programs for kids, preschool up to 14 years old because they can learn better.  He read from his handout 
that it is a digital media to invoke learning for children to take them to another level.  He advised that if they 
want to know more… 
 
Mayor Poythress replied that they know who to talk too. 
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Council Member Bomprezzi reported that last Thursday she attended a Boy Scout meeting at the Mormon 
Church on Sunset to talk to the troop about City Council, City structure, districts, what they do, how they 
are different from the board across the way, that the board manages the County, and the Council manages 
the City.  She noted that it was really good.  There were about four young boys there. 
 
Council Member Bomprezzi reported that today she had the privilege of going to a Healthy Air Living school 
media event at James Monroe School.  They were recognizing a group of kids that decided that every 
Tuesday morning they are going to get together and eat a healthy breakfast, and walk a mile around the 
track.  They were there today and it was a good event.  Supervisor Wheeler was also there. 
 
Council Member Rigby reported that he had the pleasure last week of enjoying lunch with Dr. Laurie 
Maldonado who is from Georgia.  She is the director of a program called Teach One to Lead One.  They 
are going to be partnering with Madera Unified School District, as well as several entities within the City, to 
bring a mentorship type program into elementary schools that is designed to build future leaders and take 
at risk kids and instill them with great leadership qualities.   
 
Council Member Rigby reported that he will also be participating in mock interviews at Madera High School. 
 
Council Member Rigby reported that yesterday he was able to stop by and enjoy a meal with 15 of their 
officers at Edgar’s.  He noted that a man from his church decided that he was going to honor the men and 
women in blue here in Madera, and he purchased lunch for officers that rsvp’d.  It was a great time.  They 
were given a great meal and a pat on the back.  He added that the gentleman stated it was the least he 
could do and wanted to remain anonymous.  Council Member Rigby noted he would honor that.   
 
Council Member Rigby apologized to the City Parks Department because he did not mention this but, he 
will tonight that he had the opportunity of joining their Mayor, as well as several members from the Madera 
Unified School District, at the Millview re-grand opening of the Millview Center basketball court and all-
purpose facility which had been newly renovated and it looks amazing.  He added that the Parks 
Department has done a phenomenal job and it is just another great joint effort with a City entity working 
with Madera Unified School District.  They also shot some hoops. 
 
Mayor Poythress stated that it was fun.  He thinks he even shot better. 
 
Council Member Rigby commented it was because he stayed closer. 
 
Council Member Medellin asked if the charity basketball game between City Council and Board of 
Supervisors is still on. 
 
Council Member Rigby replied he believes so and advised that he would guard Supervisor Wheeler. 
 
Council Member Medellin noted that he is sharpening his elbows. 
 
Council Member Holley reported that this Tuesday morning, he attended the Madera County Employee 
Resource and Information event.  It was about bringing small businesses, how they can get involved and 
get started in Madera.  The developer present was the guy from Fresno State who deals with the Small 
Business Development Center, the Economic Development Commission (EDC), the ETP (entrepreneurial 
training), and the Workforce.  He added that the Governor has some plans that they allow grant money to 
be funded for those employers.  He noted that PG&E, Camarena Health, and the California Division of 
Apprentice Program (DSA) were there to talk about ways they can help anyone that wants to open up a 
new business.  They have the resources.  If someone already has a business and it is kind of in a down 
slope and they want to get it to rise back up, they can contact one of these agencies and they would be 
more than glad to help them get that done. 
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Council Member Holley reported that he, along with Mayor Poythress, had the opportunity to attend two 
new neighborhood meetings.  One was on “L” and 4th Streets.  There were probably 25 people there.  They 
had another one last night at KB Homes and there were almost 50 people that came out who were 
concerned about starting the neighborhood program.  He restated that these are two new ones in the City.  
Council Member Holley reported that there is another neighborhood meeting tomorrow night at Parkwood.  
He added that there is also one on Saturday and he would like to ask his colleagues to attend because it is 
a block party, 2 to 6 in the evening, and he has another engagement to attend.  He asked if anybody is 
available to attend that one. 
 
Council Member Bomprezzi stated she will be in San Francisco. 
 
Council Member Holley stated that is all he has. 
 
Mayor Pro Tem Oliver reported that last Saturday he had an opportunity, along with Mayor Poythress, to 
attend their Fillmore Neighborhood Watch Block Party.  He noted that this is their 17th year hosting this 
block party.  He commented that it was very exciting to see residents come together, be proactive, and 
unite their families without waiting for crimes or some negative incident to occur before doing so.  It was 
great for him because he actually ran into some old childhood friends that grew up in that neighborhood.  It 
was a fun event, good food, and really good company. 
 
Mayor Poythress agreed it was a really good time. 
 
Mayor Poythress reported that today he was joined by Council Member Robinson and Council Member 
Medellin at the Madera Board of Realtors.  He had an opportunity to present some information along with 
Saleh Alhomedi and Christina Herrera of their Neighborhood Revitalization Team.  They talked about what 
their Code Enforcement does, Neighborhood Watch, National Night Out, water conservation efforts, and 
then presented a challenge for the Madera Board of Realtors to select a couple of their board members to 
work with the City’s Revitalization team to develop something.  He doesn’t know what they are going to call 
it but, it would be a neighborhood of distinction; something like that.  It would be an organized neighborhood 
that has met certain criteria to get this distinction.  He explained that the idea would be to help realtors sell 
homes and to be able to offer homes in these certain areas that participate in neighborhood watch, have 
low crime rates, and have other amenities and things going on.  Hopefully these neighborhoods of 
distinction would encourage others to join them again, at making their homes more valuable and an easier 
sell.  He noted that the challenge was placed and the Realtors accepted it.  He thinks it is going to be an 
interesting and exciting thing.

s ign the Agreement on behalf of the C ity of Madera. 

BACKGROU N D :  

Pub l ic Resources Code Section 4 1 42 a l lows CAL F IRE to enter into cooperative 
agreements with cities and counties for the purpose of suppressing fi re withi n  
those ju risd ictions .  The City of Madera has contracted with CAL F IRE under 
such agreements since 1 993.  The latest was a two-year Schedu le "A" fire 
protection services reimbursement agreement from Ju ly 1 ,  20 1 4  through J une 
30 , 201 6 . 

The FY 20 1 6-201 7  Schedu le "A" agreement is $3,364 ,4 1 5 . 00 (see Exhibit D 
attachment) which is an increase of approximately $302,41 8 . 00 from FY 20 1 5-
20 1 6. This escalation is d ue to the overal l  i ncrease in staff benefits , one half 
time ( . 5) add it ional office techn ician position and 5% raise for employees 
effective 7/1 /20 1 6  d ue to col lective bargain ing agreement. 

FISCAL IMPACT: 

The Madera City F ire Department's current budget contains sufficient funding to 
accommodate the CAL F IRE Schedu le "A" fire p rotection services 
reimbursement agreement.

D 6) Land Use/ Pre-Fire Plann ing Services - CAL FIRE staff wil l  provide commun ity land 
use planning , adm in istration of Pre-Fire project work, i nclud ing community outreach , development 
of comm un ity education programs, project qual ity control , maintenance of project records and 
submittal of progress reports, completion of required environmental documentation , acqu isition of 
required permits and completion of other associated admin istrative duties. 

D 7) Disaster planning services ( l isted in Exhib it E ,  Description of Other Services, attached 
hereto and made a part of this agreement) 

D 8) Specific service descriptions and staffing coverage, by station ( l isted in Exhibit E ,  
Description of Other Services, attached hereto and made a part of this agreement) 

D 9) Extended Fire Protection Service Avai labi l ity (Amador) 

2. ADMINISTRATION 

Under the requirements of California Publ ic Resources Code Section 4114 and other provisions of 
law, STATE maintains fire prevention and firefighting services as outl ined i n  Exhibit D, Schedule B 
of this agreement. 

A. Director shal l  select and employ a Region Chief who shal l ,  under the direction of the 
Director/Chief Deputy Director, manage all aspects of fire prevention and fire protection 
services and forestry-related programs. 

B. Director wi l l  select and employ a Unit Chief who shall ,  under the supervision and direction of 
Director/Region Chief or a lawful representative, have charge of the organization described 
in Exh ibit D, Schedules A, B and C included hereto and made a part of this agreement. 

C. LOCAL AGENCY shall appoint the Unit Chief as the LOCAL AGENCY Fire Chief for al l 
Emergency Fire Protection , Medical and Rescue Response Agreements, pursuant to 
applicable statutory authority. The Unit Chief may delegate this responsibi l ity to qualified 
staff. 

D. The Unit Chief may d ispatch personnel and equ ipment l isted in Exhibit D, Schedules A, B 
and C from the assigned station or location u nder guidelines established by LOCAL 
AGENCY and approved by STATE. Personnel and/or equipment l isted in Exhibit D, 
Schedule B may be d ispatched at the sole discretion of ST A TE.

E. The Unit Chief shal l  exercise professional  judgment consistent with ST ATE pol icy and his or 
her employment by ST A TE in authorizing or making any assignments to emergencies and 
other responses, including assignments made in response to requests for mutual aid. 

F. Except as may be otherwise provided for in  this agreement, STA TE shal l  not incur any 
obligation on the part of LOCAL AGENCY to pay for any labor, materials, suppl ies or 
services beyond the total set forth in  the respective Exhibit D, Schedules A and C, as to the 
services to be rendered pursuant to each Schedule. 

G. Nothing herein shal l  a lter or amend or be construed to alter or amend any Col lective 
Bargaining Agreement or Memorandum of Understanding between the State of California 
and its employees under the State Employer-Employee Relations Act. 

3. SUP PRESSION COST RECOVERY 

As provided i n  Hea lth and Safety Code (H&SC) Section 13009, STATE may bring an action for 
collection of suppression costs of any fire caused by negligence, violation of law, or fai lure to 
correct noticed fire safety violations. When using LOCAL AGENCY equipment and personnel 
under the terms of this agreement, STATE may, at the request of LOCAL AGENCY, bring such an 
action for collection of costs incurred by LOCAL AGENCY. In such a case LOCAL AGENCY 
appoints and designates STATE as its agent in said col lection proceedings. I n  the event of 
recovery, STATE shal l  deduct fees and l itigation costs in a proportional  percentage amount based 
on verifiable and justifiable suppression costs for the fire at issue. These recovery costs are for 
services provided which are beyond the scope of those covered by the local government 
administrative fee. 

I n  al l  such instances, STATE shal l  g ive timely notice of the possible appl ication of H&SC Section 
13009 to the representative designated by LOCAL AGENCY. 

4. MUTUAL AID 

When rendering mutual aid or assistance as authorized in H&SC Sections 13050 and 13054, 
STATE may, at the request of LOCAL AGENCY, demand payment of charges and seek 
reimbursement of LOCAL AGENCY costs for personnel, equipment and operating expenses as 
funded herein ,  under authority g iven by H&SC Sections 13051 and 13054. STATE, in seeking said 
reimbursement pursuant to such request of LOCAL AGENCY, shal l  represent LOCAL AGENCY by 
fol lowing the procedures set forth in H&SC Section 13052. Any recovery of LOCAL AGENCY 
costs, less expenses, shal l  be paid or credited to LOCAL AGENCY, as directed by LOCAL 
AGENCY. 

In al l  such instances, STATE shal l  g ive timely notice of the possible application of H&SC Sections 
13051 and 13054 to the officer designated by LOCAL AGENCY. 

5. PROPERTY PURCHASE AND ACCOUNTING 

LOCAL AGENCY shal l  be responsible for al l  costs associated with property requ ired by personnel 
to carry out this agreement. Employee uniform costs wil l  be assessed to the LOCAL AGENCY 
through the agreement bi l l ing process. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) costs shal l  be the 
responsibi l ity of the LOCAL AGENCY. By mutual agreement, PPE meeting the minimum 
specifications established by the STATE may be purchased directly by the LOCAL AGENCY. 
Alternately, the STATE wil l  supply al l  PPE and the LOCAL AGENCY wil l  be bi l led for costs 
incurred .

BUDGET DETAIL AND PAYM ENT PROVISIONS 

1. PAYMENT FOR SERVIC ES 

A. LOCAL AGENCY shall pay ST A TE actual cost for fire protection services pursuant to 
this agreement an amount not to exceed that set forth in Exhibit D, Schedule A for 
each fiscal year. STATE shal l  prepare an Exhibit D, Schedule A each year, which shall 
be the basis for payment for the entire fiscal year for which services are provided. 

8. Any other funds designated by LOCAL AGENCY to be expended under the 
supervision of or for use by a Unit Chief for fire protection services shal l  be set forth in 
Exhibit D, Schedule C. This clause shal l  not limit the right of LOCAL AGENCY to 
make additional expenditures, whether under Exhibit D, Schedule C or otherwise. 

C .  STATE shal l invoice LOCAL AGENCY for the cost of fire protection services o n  a 
quarterly basis as follows: 

1 )  For actual services rendered by ST ATE during the period of July 1 through 
September 30, by an invoice filed with LOCAL AGENCY on or after December 
1 0. 

2) For actual services rendered by ST A TE during the period October 1 through 
December 31 , by an invoice filed with LOCAL AGENCY on or after December 31 . 

3) For actual services rendered by ST A TE during the period January 1 through 
March 31 , by an invoice filed with LOCAL AGENCY on or after March 31 . 

4) For the estimated cost of services during the period April 1 through June 30, by 
an invoice filed in advance with LOCAL AGENCY on or after March 1 .  

5) A final statement shall be filed with LOCAL AGENCY by October 1 fol lowing the 
close of the fiscal year, reconciling the payments made by LOCAL AGENCY with 
the cost of the actual services rendered by ST A TE and including any other costs 
as provided herein , giving credit for a l l  payments made by LOCAL AGENCY and 
claiming the balance due to STATE, if any, or refunding to LOCAL AGENCY the 
amount of any overpayment. 

6) All payments by LOCAL AGENCY shal l be made within thirty (30) days of receipt 
of invoice from ST A TE, or within thirty (30) days after the filing dates specified 
above, whichever is later. 

7) The STA TE reserves the right to adjust the frequency of bil ling and payment to a 
monthly cycle with a thirty (30) day written notice to the LOCAL AGENCY when: 

a .  The Director predicts a cash flow shortage, or 

b .  When determined by the Region Chief, after consulting with the Unit Chief 
and the LOCAL AGENCY Contract Administrator, that the LOCAL AGENCY 
may not have the financial ability to support the contract at the contract level. 

D. I nvoices shal l  include actual  or estimated costs as provided herein of salaries and 
employee benefits for those personnel employed, charges for operating expenses and 
equipment and the administrative charge in accordance with Exhibit D, Schedule A. 
When "contractual rates" are indicated, the rate shall be based on an average salary 
plus al l  benefits. "Contractual rates" means an al l-inclusive rate established in Exhibit 
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D, Schedule A for total costs to STATE, per specified position ,  for 24-hour fire 
protection services during the period covered. 

E .  STATE shal l credit the LOCAL AGENCY, or cover behind at no cost, for the costs of 
Non-post (e.g. Fire Marshal ,  Training Officer, etc.) positions and equipment assigned 
to ST A TE responsibility fires or other ST ATE funded emergency incidents. The 
ST ATE shal l  notify the LOCAL AGENCY when this occurs. 

2. COST OF OPERATI NG AND MAI NTAINING EQUIPM ENT AND PROPERTY 

The cost of maintaining , operating ,  and replacing any and al l property and equipment, real or 
personal ,  furnished by the parties hereto for fire protection purposes, shall be borne by the party 
owning or furnishing such property or equipment unless otherwise provided for herein or by 
separate written agreement. 

3. B UDGET CONTI NGENCY CLAUSE 

A. If the LOCAL AGENCY's governing authority does not appropriate sufficient funds for the 
current year or any subsequent years covered under this Agreement, which resu lts in an 
inability to pay the STA TE for the services specified in this Agreement, the LOCAL 
AGENCY shal l  promptly notify the STATE and this Agreement wil l  terminate pursuant to 
the notice periods required herein . 

B. If funding for any fiscal year is reduced or deleted by the LOCAL AGENCY for purposes of 
this program ,  the LOCAL AGENCY shal l  promptly notify the STATE,  and the STATE shal l  
have the option to either cancel this Agreement with no liability occurring to the STATE, or 
offer an  agreement amendment to LOCAL AGENCY to reflect the reduced amount, 
pursuant to the notice terms herein. 

C. If the STATE Budget Act does not appropriate sufficient funds to provide the services for 
the current year or any subsequent years covered under this Agreement, which results in 
an inability to provide the services specified in this Agreement to the LOCAL AGENCY, 
the STATE shal l  promptly notify the LOCAL AGENCY, and this Agreement wil l  terminate 
pursuant to the notice periods required herein . 

D.  I f  funding for any fiscal year is  reduced or deleted by the STATE Budget Act for purposes 
of this program ,  the STATE shal l  promptly notify the LOCAL AGENCY, and the LOCAL 
AGENCY shal l  have the option to either cancel this Agreement with no l iability occurring 
to the LOCAL AGENCY, or offer an agreement amendment to LOCAL AGENCY to reflect 
the reduced services, pursuant to the notice terms herein. 

E. Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions in paragraphs A and B above, the LOCAL 
AGENCY shal l  remain responsible for payment for a l l  services actual ly rendered by the 
STATE under this Agreement regardless of LOCAL AGENCY funding being reduced, 
deleted or not otherwise appropriated for this program. The LOCAL AGENCY shal l  
promptly notify the STATE in writing of any budgetary changes that wou ld impact this 
Agreement. 

F .  LOCAL AGENCY and STATE agree that this Budget Contingency Clause shal l  not relieve 
or excuse either party from its obligation(s) to provide timely notice as may be required 
e lsewhere in this Agreement. 
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GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

1. APPROVAL: This Agreement is of no force or effect unti l  signed by both parties and 
approved by the Department of General  Services, if requ i red. STATE wi l l  not commence 
performance unti l  such approval has been obtai ned. 

2. AMENDM ENT: This agreement may be amended by mutual consent of LOCAL AGENCY and 
ST A TE. No amendment or variation of the terms of this Agreement shal l  be val id un less 
made in writing ,  s igned by the part ies and approved as requ i red. No ora l  understanding or 
Agreement not incorporated in the Agreement is binding on any of the parties. 

If during the term of this agreement LOCAL AGENCY shal l  desire a reduction in STATE civi l 
service employees assigned to the organization provided for i n  Exhibit D, Schedule A, LOCAL 
AGENCY shal l  provide 120 days written notice of the requested reduction. Notification shal l  
i nclude the fol lowing : (1) The total amount of reduction ; (2) The firm effective date of the 
reduction ;  and (3) The number of employees, by classification , affected by a reduction. If 
such notice is not provided, LOCAL AGENCY shall reimburse STATE for relocation costs 
i ncurred by STATE as a result of the reduct ion.  Personnel reductions resu lt ing solely from an 
increase in  ST A TE employee salaries or ST A TE expenses occurring after sign ing this 
agreement and set forth in  Exhib it D, Schedule A to this agreement shal l  not be subject to 
relocation expense reimbursement by LOCAL AGENCY. 

If during the term of this agreement costs to LOCAL AGENCY set forth in  any Exhibit D, 
Schedule A to this agreement increase and LOCAL AGENCY, in  its sole discretion , determines 
it cannot meet such increase without reducing services provided by ST A TE, LOCAL AGENCY 
shal l  with in one hundred twenty (120) days of receipt of such Schedule notify STATE and 
designate which adjustments shal l  be made to bring costs to the necessary level .  If such 
designation is not received by ST A TE with in  the period specified, ST A TE shal l  reduce services 
in its sole discretion to permit continued operation within  avai lable funds. 

3. ASSIGNMENT: This Agreement is not assignable by the LOCAL AGENCY either i n  whole or in  
part, without the consent of the ST A TE in  the form of a formal written amendment. 

4. EXTENSION OF AGREEMENT: 

A. One year prior to the date of expiration of this agreement, LOCAL AGENCY shal l  g ive 
STATE written notice of whether LOCAL AGENCY wi l l  extend or enter into a new 
agreement with STATE for fire protection services and, if so, whether LOCAL AGENCY 
intends to change the level of fire protection services from that provided by this agreement. 
If this agreement is executed with less than one year remain ing on the term of the 
agreement, LOCAL AGENCY shal l  provide this written notice at the time it signs the 
agreement and the one year notice requ irement shall not apply. 

B. If LOCAL AGENCY fails to provide the notice, as defined above in  (A) , STATE shall have 
the option to extend this agreement for a period of up to one year from the orig inal 
termination date and to continue providing services at the same or reduced level as ST ATE 
determines would be appropriate during the extended period of this agreement. Six 
months prior to the date of expiration of this agreement, or any extension hereof, ST ATE 
shal l g ive written notice to LOCAL AGENCY of any extension of this agreement and any 
change in the level of fire protection services ST ATE wil l  provide during the extended 
period of this agreement. Services provided and obligations incurred by ST A TE during an 
extended period shal l  be accepted by LOCAL AGENCY as services and obligations under 
the terms of this agreement. 
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C. The cost of services provided by ST A TE during the extended period shal l  be based upon 
the amounts that would have been charged LOCAL AGENCY during the fiscal year in 
which the extended period falls had the agreement been extended pursuant hereto. 
Payment by LOCAL AGENCY for services rendered by STA TE during the extended period 
shal l be as provided in Exhibit B, Section 1 ,  B of this agreement. 

5 .  AUDIT: STATE, including the Department of Genera l  Services and the Bureau of State 
Audits, and LOCAL AGENCY agree that their designated representative shal l have the right 
to review and to copy any records and supporting documentation of the other party hereto, 
pertaining to the performance of this agreement. STATE and LOCAL AGENCY agree to 
maintain such records for possible audit for a minimum of three (3) years after final payment, 
un less a longer period of records retention is stipulated, and to al low the auditor(s) of the 
other party access to such records during normal business hours and to al low interviews of 
any employees who might reasonably have information related to such records. ST A TE and 
LOCAL AGENCY agree to a similar right to audit records and interview staff in any 
subcontract related to performance of this Agreement. (Gov. Code §8546.7 ,  Pub. Contract 
Code § 1 0 1 1 5  et seq. , CCR Title 2 ,  Section 1 896) . 

6 .  I N DEMNIF ICATION:  Each party, to  the extent permitted by law, agrees to indemnify, defend 
and save harmless the other party, its officers, agents and employees from ( 1 )  any and all 
claims for economic losses accruing or resulting to any and all contractors, subcontractors, 
suppl iers ,  laborers and any other person, firm, or corporation furnishing or supplying work 
services, materials or supplies to that party and (2) from any and al l  claims and losses accruing 
or resulting to any person ,  firm or corporation who may be injured or damaged by that party, in 
the performance of any activities of that party under this agreement, except where such injury or 
damage arose from the sole negligence or willful misconduct attributable to the other party or 
from acts not within the scope of duties to be performed pursuant to this agreement; and (3) 
each party shal l  be responsible for any and all claims that may arise from the behavior and/or 
performance of its respective employees during and in the course of their employment to this 
cooperative agreement. 

7 .  DISPUTES: LOCAL AGENCY shal l  select and appoint a "Contract Administrator" who shal l ,  
under the supervision and direction of  LOCAL AGENCY, be  available for contract resolution 
or policy intervention with the STATE's Region Chief when , upon  determination by the 
designated STATE representative, the U nit Chief acting as LOCAL AGENCY's Fire Chief 
under this agreement faces a situation in which a decision to serve the interest of LOCAL 
AGENCY has the potential to conflict with STATE interest or pol icy. Any dispute concerning a 
question of fact arising under the terms of this agreement which is not disposed of within a 
reasonable period of time by the LOCAL AGENCY and ST ATE employees normal ly 
responsible for the administration of this agreement shal l  be brought to the attention of the 
CAL F I RE Director or designee and the Chief Executive Officer (or designated representative) 
of the LOCAL AGENCY for joint resolution .  For purposes of this provision ,  a "reasonable 
period of time" shal l  be ten ( 1 0) calendar days or less. STATE and LOCAL AGENCY agree 
to continue with the responsibilities under this Agreement during any dispute. 

8 .  TERMINATIO N  FOR CAUSE/CANC ELLATION:  

A. If LOCAL AGENCY fails to remit payments in accordance with any part of this agreement, 
ST A TE may terminate this agreement and all related services upon 60 days written notice 
to LOCAL AGENCY. Termination of this agreement does not relieve LOCAL AGENCY 
from providing ST A TE ful l  compensation in accordance with terms of this agreement for 
services actually rendered by ST A TE pursuant to this agreement. 
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B. This agreement may be cancel led at the option of either ST A TE or LOCAL AGENCY at any 
time during its term, with or without cause, on g iving one year's written notice to the other 
party. E ither LOCAL AGENCY or STATE electing to cancel this agreement shal l  g ive one 
year's written notice to the other party prior to cancellation . 

· 

9. I N DEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: Unless otherwise provided in  th is  agreement LOCAL 
AGENCY and the agents and employees of LOCAL AGENCY, in the performance of this 
Agreement ,  shal l  act in  an independent capacity and not as officers or employees or agents 
of the STATE. 

1 0. NON-DISCRIMINATION CLAUSE: During the performance of th is agreement, LOCAL 
AGE NCY shal l  be an equal opportun ity employer and shal l  not unlawful ly discrim inate , 
harass, or a l low harassment against any employee or appl icant for employment because of 
sex, race , color, ancestry, rel ig ious creed, national orig in ,  physical disabi l ity ( including H IV 
and AI DS) mental disabi l ity, medical  condition (e.g . cancer) , age (over 40) , marital status, 
denia l  of fami ly care leave, veteran status, sexual orientation ,  and sexual identity. LOCAL 
AGE NCY shal l  i nsure that the evaluation and treatment of thei r  emp loyees and applicants for 
employment are free from such discrim ination and harassment. LOCAL AGENCY shal l  
comply with the provisions of the Fair Employment and Housing Act (Gov. Code §1 2990 (a-f) 
et seq . )  and the appl icable regu lations promulgated thereunder (California Code of 
Regu lations ,  Title 2, Section 7285 et seq .) .  The appl icable regu lations of the Fair Employment 
and Housing Commission implementing Government Code Section 1 2990 (a-f) , set forth i n  
Chapter 5 of  Division 4 of Title 2 of  the  Cal iforn ia Code of  Regu lations, are incorporated into 
this Agreement by reference and made a part hereof as if set forth in ful l .  LOCAL AGENCY 
shal l  g ive written notice of their  obl igations under this clause to labor organizations with wh ich 
they have a col lective bargain ing or other Agreement. 

I n  addit ion , LOCAL AGENCY acknowledges that it has obl igations relating to eth ics, Equal 
E mployment Opportunity (EEO), the F ire Fighter's Bi l l  of Rights Act (FFBOR) ,  and the Peace 
Officer's Bi l l  of Rights Act (POBOR) .  LOCAL AGENCY shal l  ensure that its employees 
com ply with a l l  the legal obl igations relating to these areas. LOCAL AGENCY shal l  ensure 
that its employees are provided appropriate tra in ing.  

1 1 .  TIMELI N ESS: Time is of the essence in  the performance of this agreement. 

1 2. COMPENSATION: The consideration to be paid STATE, as provided herein ,  shall be in 
compensation for al l  of STATE's expenses incurred in  the performance hereof, including travel ,  
per Diem,  and taxes, unless otherwise expressly so  provided. 

1 3. GOVERNING LAW: This agreement is governed by and shal l  be i nterpreted in accordance 
with the laws of the State of California .  

14.  CHILD S U PPORT COMPLIANC E  ACT: "For any Agreement in excess of $1 00,000, the 
LOCAL AGENCY acknowledges in  accordance with Public Contract Code 71 1 0, that 

A The LOCAL AGENCY recognizes the importance of chi ld and fami ly support obl igations 
and shall ful ly comply with all appl icable state and federal laws relating to child and fami ly 
support enforcement, including , but not l imited to,  disclosure of i nformation and compliance 
with earnings assignment orders, as provided in  Chapter 8 (commencing with section 
5200) of Part 5 of Division 9 of the Family Code; and 

B. The LOCAL AGENCY, to the best of its knowledge is ful ly complying with the earnings 
assignment orders of al l  employees and is providing the names of al l new employees to 
the New Hire Reg istry maintained by the California Employment Development 
Department." 
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1 5 . UNENFORCEABLE PROVISION:  I n  the event that any provision of this Agreement is 
unenforceable or held to be unenforceable, then the parties agree that al l  other provisions of 
this Agreement have force and effect and shal l  not be affected thereby. 

1 6. COMPLIANCE WITH THE HEALTH INSURANCE PORTABILITY AND ACCOUNTABILITY 
ACT (H IPAA) 

The ST A TE and LOCAL AGENCY have a responsibi l ity to comply with the provisions of the 
1 996 Federal Health I nsurance Portabi l ity and Accountabi l ity Act (H IPAA) and the 2001 State 
Health I nsurance Portabi l ity and Accountabi l ity Implementation Act. H I PAA provisions become 
appl icable once the association and relationships of the health care providers are determined 
by the LOCAL AGENCY. It is the LOCAL AGENCY'S responsibi l ity to determine their status as 
a "covered entity" and the relationships of personnel as "health care providers", "health care 
clearinghouse" , "hybrid entities" , business associates" , or "trading partners". ST A TE personnel 
assigned to fi l l  the LOCAL AGENCY'S positions within  th is Agreement, and their supervisors, 
may fal l  under the requirements of H I PAA based on the LOCAL AGENCY'S status. It is the 
LOCAL AGENCY'S responsibi l ity to identify, notify, train ,  and provide al l  necessary pol icy and 
procedures to the STATE personnel that fal l  under H I PAA requ i rements so that they can 
com ply with the required security and privacy standards of the act. 

1 7. LIABILITY I NSURANCE 

The ST A TE and LOCAL AGENCY shal l  each provide proof of insurance in a form acceptable 
to the other party at no cost one to the other, to cover al l  services provided and use of local 
government faci l ities covered by this agreement. If LOCAL AGENCY is insured and/or 
self- insured in who le or in part for any losses, LOCAL AGENCY shal l  provide a completed 
Certification of Self I nsurance (Exhibit D, Schedule E) or certificate of insurance, executed by 
a duly a uthorized officer of LOCAL AGENCY. Upon request of LOCAL AGENCY the STATE 
shal l  provide a letter from DGS,  Office Risk and I nsurance Management executed by a duly 
authorized officer of STATE.  If commercial ly insured in  whole or in part, a certificate of such 
coverage executed by the i nsurer or its authorized representative shal l  be provided. 

Said com mercial insurance or self- insurance coverage of the LOCAL AGENCY shal l  include 
the fol lowing :  

A. Fire protection and emergency services - Any commercial insurance shall provide at least 
general  l iabi l ity for $5,000,000 combined single l imit per occurrence. 

B. Dispatch services - Any commercia l  i nsurance shal l  provide at least general l iabi l ity for 
$ 1 ,000,000 combined single l im it per occurrence .  

C. The CAL FIRE,  State of California, its officers, agents, employees, and servants are 
included as additional insured's for purposes of this contract. 

D. The STATE shal l receive thirty (30) days prior written notice of any cancellation or change 
to the pol icy at the addresses l isted on page 2 of this agreement. 

1 8. WORKERS COMPENSATION:  (only appl ies where local government employees/volunteers 
are supervised by CAL FIRE, as l isted in Exhibit D Schedule C. STATE contract employees' 
workers compensation is included as part of the contract personnel benefit rate) .  

A. Workers' Compensation and related benefits for those persons, whose use or 
employment is contemplated here in ,  shal l  be provided in  the manner prescribed by 
Cal ifornia Labor Codes, State l nteragency Agreements and other related laws , rules, 
insurance pol icies, col lective bargain ing agreements, and memorandums of 
understanding . 
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B. The STATE Un it Chief administeri ng the organization provided for in  this agreement shal l  

not use, dispatch or direct any non ST A TE employees, on  any work which is deemed to 
be the responsibi l ity of LOCAL AGENCY, unless and unt i l  LOCAL AGENCY provides for 
Workers' Compensation benefits at no cost to STATE. I n  the event STATE is held l iable, 
in whole or i n  part, for the payment of any Worker's Compensation claim or award arising 
from the i njury or death of any such worker, LOCAL AGENCY agrees to compensate 
STATE for the fu l l  amount of such l iabi l ity. 

C .  The STATE /LOCAL AGENCY sha l l  receive proof of  Worker's Compensation coverage 
and shal l  be notified of any cancel lation and change of coverage at the addresses l isted 
in Section 1 .  

1 9. CONFLICT OF I NTEREST: LOCAL AGENCY needs to be aware of the fol lowing provisions 
regarding current or former state employees. If LOCAL AGENCY has any questions on the 
status of any person rendering services or involved with the Agreement, the ST A TE must be 
contacted immediately for clarification .  

Current State Employees (Publ ic Contract Code § 1 041 0) :  

1 )  N o  officer or employee shal l  engage in any employment, activity or enterprise from which 
the officer or employee receives compensation or has a financial interest and which is 
sponsored or funded by any state agency, unless the employment, activity or enterprise is 
requ ired as a condition of regular state employment. 

2) No officer or employee shal l contract on his or her own behalf as an independent contractor 
with any state agency to provide goods or services. 

Former State Employees (Publ ic Contract Code §1 041 1 ) : 

1 )  For the two-year period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state 
officer or employee may enter i nto a contract i n  which he or she engaged in  any of the 
negotiations, transactions, planning,  arrangements or any part of the decision-making 
process relevant to the contract whi le employed in any capacity by any state agency. 

2) For the twelve-month period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state 
officer or employee may enter i nto a contract with any state agency if he or she was 
employed by that state agency in  a pol icy-making position in the same general subject area 
as the proposed contract within  the 1 2-month period prior to his or her leaving state service.

24. AIR OR WATER POLLUTION VIOLATION: Under the State laws, the LOCAL AGENCY shal l  
not be: ( 1 ) in violation of any order or resolution not subject to review promulgated by the State 
Air Resources Board or an air pol lution control district; (2) subject to cease and desist order not 
subject to review issued pursuant to Section 1 3301 of the Water Code for violation of waste 
discharge requirements or discharge prohibitions; or (3) final ly determined to be in violation of 
provisions of federal law relating to air or water pollution .  

25 .  ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This agreement contains the whole agreement between the Parties. It 
cancels and supersedes any previous agreement for the same or similar services. 
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EXCISE TAX: State of California is exempt from federal excise taxes, and no payment wil l be 
made for any taxes levied on employees' wages. STATE wil l pay any applicable State of 
California or local  sales or use taxes on the services rendered or equipment or parts supplied 
pursuant to this agreement. The ST ATE may pay any applicable sales and use tax imposed by 
another state.

The SER agency (SE R  is a n  acronym for Service, Emp loyment, Redeve lopment) is  a nationa l  
network o f  emp loyment a n d  tra i n ing organ izations  that form u lates and  advocates in it iat ives 
that resu lt in the increased d evelopment and  uti l i zat ion of America's h u m a n  resources. The 
Senior Com m u n ity Service Emp loyment Progra m fosters and promotes usefu l part-t ime

The LTF a l location of $ 1 ,667 , 808 for FY 20 1 6/1 7 m ust be used for transportation 
related services such as trans it services , street construction and program p lann ing ,  and 
adm i n istration .  Also , an a l location of 2% of the L TF m ust be used for pedestrian/bicycle 
fac i l it ies, and 3% must be a l located to MCTC for Transportation P lann ing Services . The 
L TF a l location for FY 20 1 6/1 7 has an increased amount of $37,4 1 1 com pared to last 
year's  al location .

These appl ications shal l  describe the i ntended use of the funds 
for C ity Cou nci l approval after the State Control ler has provided the fina l  amount of 
funds to be apportioned . 

STA a nd L TF appl ications a re p repared for funds apportioned to the C ity of Madera ,  
County of Madera and C ity of  Chowch i l la by  the  MCTC based on  popu lation pursuant to 
the Transportation Development Act. Changes to these appl ications by the local 
agency can be made through an amended appl ication at any time . The appl ications a re 
prepared to reflect the proposed expend itures for the coming fisca l year. 

L TF funds a re programmed fi rst for transit services to fu l ly fund these services based on 
the a nnual needs assessment p repared by MCTC and operational needs determ ined by 
City staff.

as set forth herein in connection with the Project.  Said work to be performed pursuant to 

this agreement is more particu larly described in the Scope of Work. 

2. SCOPE OF WORK: 

ENG I NEER shal l  provide the p rofessional services set forth in the "Project Work 

Plan Tasks & Del iverable Schedu le" ,  EXH I B IT A, attached hereto and incorporated herein 

by reference . ENGINEER accepts fu l l  responsib i l ity for the scope of services provided by 
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sub-consu ltants necessary for del ivery of the project. ENG I N EER shal l  comply with a l l  

City of  Madera design standards and requ i rements . 

3. P ROGRESS MEETIN G S :  

ENGINEER sha l l  communicate and meet with C ITY staff at  project progress 

meetings at i ntervals mutua l ly agreed to between C ITY and ENG INEER to verify, refine 

and com plete the project requ i rements and review the p rogress of the project .  Such 

meet ings shal l  not exceed two per month d uring the course of ENGIN EER'S work.

C ITY 

and ENG I NEER agree that the hourly rates in  the HOU RLY RATE SCH EDULE,  Exh ib it C ,  

attached hereto a n d  incorporated here in b y  reference ,  shal l  remain  in  fu l l  force and effect 

through December 3 1 , 20 1 6 . It is understood and agreed by both parties that a l l  expenses 

incidenta l to ENG IN E ER'S performance of services , incl ud ing travel expenses, are 

included i n  the basic fee .

ENG I N EER shal l  be permitted 

to retain  cop ies , i nclud ing reproducib le copies, of the i nstruments of service for i nformation 

and reference .  The instruments of service shal l  not be used by the ENG I N EER on other 

projects , except by agreement in  writ ing by the C ity. In the event the City reuses such 

i nstruments of service , ENGI N EER shal l  be released and held harm less by the C ity from 

any and a l l  l iab i l ity, includ ing legal costs and attorneys' fees , with respect to the reuse of 

such instruments of service .

B .  ENG IN EER sha l l  not be held responsib le for delays caused by C ITY review 

or by reasons beyond ENG I N EER'S control . Also ENGI N EER shal l  not stop h is work, 

includ ing work u n related to a ny extra services request, u n less it can be shown that the 

project work cannot proceed whi le a cla im or request for extra services is being evaluated . 

C .  Time is of the essence in  the comp letion  of the services covered by this 

Agreement. Fa i l u re of ENG I N EER to comply with the above time schedu le by more than 

fourteen ( 1 4) calendar days , u n less the delay is not attributable to ENGI N EER or  is 
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attributab le to CITY, is sufficient cause to term inate th is Agreement, at the option of CITY, 

in accordance with Sect ion 1 3 . 

D .  ENG I N EER shal l  complete a l l  services requ i red under th is Agreement and 

th is Agreement shal l  expi re on December 3 1 , 2 0 1 6 ,  u n less extended by m utual 

agreement. 

1 2. TERMINATION OF AG REEMENT: 

A. Th is agreement may be term inated at any time by either party upon fifteen 

( 1 5) calendar days written notice. I n  the event the Agreement is term inated by e ither

B . C ITY may immed iately suspend or  term inate this Agreement in  whole or i n  

part b y  written notice where ,  i n  the determ ination  of C ITY, there is :

3 .  A substantia l ly i ncorrect or  incomplete report submitted b y  ENG I N EER to 

I n  no event shal l  any payment by C ITY or  acceptance by ENG I N EER constitute a 

waiver by such party of a ny breach of this Agreement or  any defau lt wh ich may then exist 

on the part of e ither party. Neither shal l  such payment impa i r  or prejud ice any remedy 

avai lab le to e ither party with respect to such b reach or defau lt. C ITY shal l  have the right to 

demand of ENGI N EER the repayment to C ITY of a ny funds d isbursed to ENG I N EER 

u nder th is Agreement wh ich , as determined by the appropriate court or arb itrator, were not 

expended in  accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

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1 4. HOLD HARM LES S :  

ENGIN EER sha l l  defend and indemnify the C ITY, its officers , officia ls ,  employees 

and designated volunteers for claims that arise out of, pertain  to , or relate to the 

negl igence ,  recklessness , or  wi l lfu l m isconduct of the ENGI N EER,  its officers ,  sub­

consu ltants , agents , employees or contractors , in  performing or  fa i l ing to perform any 

work, services or functions under this Agreement. 

1 5. RESPONSIBILITY FOR OTH ERS : 

ENG I N EER shal l  be responsib le to CITY for its services and the services of its sub 

consu ltants .  ENG I N EE R  shal l  not be responsible for the acts or  omissions of other parties 

engaged by C ITY nor for their construction means,  methods ,  techn iques , sequences, o r  

p rocedu res, o r  their health and  safety precautions and  programs. 

1 6. P ROFESSIONAL RESPONSIBI LITY: 

ENG I N EER shal l be obl igated to comply with appl icable standards of p rofessional 

care in  the performance of the Services. Engineer recogn izes that opinions relating to 

environmenta l ,  geolog ic ,  and geotechn ica l condit ions are based on l im ited data and that 

actual condit ions may vary from those encountered at the times and locations where the 

data are obtained ,  despite the use of due professional  care .

Any controversy or  claim aris ing out of, or  relating to , this Agreement wh ich cannot 

be amicab ly settled without court action shal l  be l it igated either in the appropriate State 

court for Madera County,  Cal ifo rn ia ,  or as appropriate in the U .  S .  District Court for the 

Eastern District of Ca l iforn ia ,  located in  Fresno County. The rights and obl igations of the 

parties and all i nterpretations and performance of this Agreement sha l l  be governed in  a l l  

respects by the laws of the State of Cal iforn ia .  
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22. AMENDMENTS : 

Any changes to this Agreement requested either by C ITY or ENG I N EER may only 

be affected if m utual ly agreed upon i n  writ ing by d u ly authorized representatives of the 

parties hereto. Th is Agreement shal l  not be mod ified or amended or a ny rights of a party 

to it waived except by such i n  writing . 

23.  COMPLIANC E  WITH LAWS AN D WAG E RATES : 

E NG I N EER sha l l  comply with a l l  Federa l ,  State , and loca l laws, o rd i nances, 

regu lations and p rovis ions appl icable i n  the performance of ENG INEER'S services. 

ENG I N E ER may use professional p ractices and standards regard ing the i nterpretation of 

these laws . 

Wherever reference is made in  this Agreement to standards or  codes i n  accordance 

with wh ich work is to be performed or  tested , the ed ition or  revis ion of the standards or 

codes current on the effective date of this Agreement shal l  apply ,  un less otherwise 

expressly stated . 

24. E N G I N EE R'S L EGAL AUTHORITY: 

Each ind ivid ua l  executing or  attest ing this Agreement on beha lf of ENGI N EER 

hereby covenants and represents : ( i )  that he or  she is du ly authorized to execute or  attest 

and del iver th is Agreement on behalf of such corporation in accordance with a d u ly 

adopted resolution of the corporation's board of d i rectors and i n  accordance with such 

corporation's articles of incorporation or charter and by-laws; (i i) that this Agreement is b ind ing 

upon such corporation ;  and ( i i i) that ENG I N EER is a du ly organ ized and lega l ly existing 

corporation i n  g ood stand ing i n  the State of Cal iforn ia .  

25. NOTICES : 

Any and a l l  not ices or other commun ications requ i red or  perm itted by this 

Agreement or  by law to be served on or g iven to either party to this Agreement by the 

other party sha l l  be in writing , and shal l  be deemed du ly served and g iven when personal ly 

del ivered to the party to whom it is d i rected or any managing employee or that party or, i n  

l i eu  or  personal service , when deposited i n  the U n ited States mai l ,  fi rst class postage 

prepaid , add ressed as fol lows:

SUMMARY: 

The City Council, at their November 12, 2014, meeting, awarded a contract to Avison 
Construction, Inc. for the construction of the South Pine Street & West Pecan Avenue 
Improvements Project City of Madera Project No. ST 14-05. The total contract 
construction cost was $3,631, 188.48, which is $9,410.80 under budget. 

Construction of the project has been completed with final inspections conducted by 
City Engineering and Public Works Department. The Madera Irrigation District has 
accepted the improvements to their system. PG&E, AT&T and Comcast have also 
accepted the undergrounding of their utilities. 

Staff recommends that the City Council accept the project as completed and authorize

DISCUSSION : 

The completed project consisted of the fol lowing : 

P ine Street & Pecan Avenue - Widened approximately one-quarter mi le of Pine Street 
north of Pecan Avenue and one-half m i le of Pecan Avenue, west of Pine Street to 
arterial street standards.  The work in general  consisted of widening and constructing 
concrete curbs , gutters , sidewalk and ADA ramps,  instal lation of sewer mains and 
sewer laterals ,  instal lation of water mains and service laterals,  fire hydrants, and 
instal lation of storm drain pipel ines and drainage structures and underg rounding or 
instal lation of electrica l ,  te lephone and cable TV uti l ities . The street construction 
included removal of existing pavements , g rad ing of roadway subgrade, placing 
aggregate base , and placing asphalt concrete paving . I ncluded in the project is the 
instal lation of LED street l ights , electrical conduit and meters for the new street l ights 
and future traffic signals.  

Madera I rrigation District I mprovements - The project abandoned and reinstal led 
approximately 1 300 l inear feet of new M I D  pipel ine and faci l it ies. It was necessary to 
relocate the existing M I D  pipel ine and also instal l  Class I l l  and Class IV stronger 
pipel ines to withstand the street traffic impact .  The construction included instal lation 
of manholes and connections to the existing M I D  p ipel ine system .  

PG&E, AT&T a n d  Comcast underground faci l ities - The City and PG&E entered into 
an agreement for a Rule 20B Underground Uti l ity District for the conversion of 
overhead PG&E,  AT&T and Comcast electrical and communication l i nes to 
underground faci l ities . The underground faci l ities were instal led with in  a joint trench 
that included the conduits requ ired for the PG&E, AT&T and Comcast underground 
systems. I ncluded with this work are concrete pads, substructures, uti l ity manholes 
and vaults for electrical facil ities . 

The project included two bid schedules. Bid Schedule A consisted of street 
improvements and M I D  faci l ities in the amount of $2 ,893,875.40. Bid Schedule B 
consisted of underground facil ities in  the amount of $41 5, 760 .60.  The total bid for Bid 
Schedules A and B was $3 ,309,636.00 .  City Counci l  approved the bid amount plus a 
1 0% contingency for a total budget of $3 ,640,600. 

Five (5) contract change orders (CCO's) were processed for work necessary for 
completion of the project. A summary table of the change orders (Attachment "A") is 
included with the report for the fol lowing :

The five contract change orders ,  less cred its , increased the contract amount by 
$32 1 ,552 .48 thereby increasing the final contract amount to $3,63 1 , 1 88 .68 ,  an 
increase of approximately 9 .7%.  

FINANCIAL IMPACT: 

The total contract construction cost of the project, including construction of streets, 
instal lation of the M I D  pipel ine,  undergrounding of uti l ities (PG&E, AT&T and 
Comcast) was $3,63 1 , 1 88.48.

specifications. It is staff's recommendation that the City Council accept the project. 

The Parks and Community Services Department has received a Housing Related Parks Program 
(HRPP) Grant from the State of California, Department of Housing and Community Development 
Agency to fund the project. The grant requires that the City submit a final reimbursement request 
to the State for the total project costs by June 30, 2016.

S ITUATION : 

A final project inspection was held and Parks and Community Services and Eng ineering 
Department have accepted the project as substantial ly complete with several remain ing items to be 
completed . The remaining items to be completed include an electrical panel and requ i red electrical 
connections, planting of turf and a shade structure.  The contractor has not been able to complete 
the instal lation of the remain ing items in a timely manner due to the delayed delivery of the items. 

It  is expected the items wil l  be del ivered and instal led with in  the next 1 0  to 1 5  days . Payment to 
the contractor for the items wi l l  be made upon completion and acceptance of the instal lations. 

The final progress payment including change orders wi l l  be processed and the retention of 5% wil l 
be du ly released as requ ired for completion of the project. 

The orig inal contract amount was $247 ,965. 06.  A contract change order (CCO) in the amount of 
$22 ,463 .06 was processed for balancing of project quantities, adjustments to instal lations and for 
modifications to the Knox and A Street entrances . The contract change order increased the 
contract amount $270,428 . 1 2 , an increase of approximately 9 .00%. 

The construction project was completed with in  the contract t ime and budgeted amount. The Parks 
and Community Services Department intends to host a ribbon cutting event at such t ime as al l  the 
final elements are completed .

There is an exist ing Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the City and Madera 
Cou nty for juven i le  offenders to perform com m u n ity service with i n  City l i m its desig ned to provide 
bea utification projects with in City l i m its. The current MOU is abo ut to exp i re .  It  is t ime to re-new 
a two year MOU from J uly 1 ,  2 0 1 6 through J une 30,  2 0 1 8.  

D ISCUSSI O N :  

The two year M O U  between the City a n d  Madera Cou nty i s  about t o  expire a s  o f  June 30 , 20 1 6 . 
The program provides a steady strea m of j uven i le offenders from Madera County to the City 
Publ ic  Works Depa rtment for com m u nity service . I n  a typical yea r, the City Pub l ic  Works 
Department wi l l  receive over 1 00 referrals for com m u n ity service for enrol lment. 

Enro l l ment consists of an i nterview between staff of Publ ic Works with the pa rent/g uardian and 
the juven i le offender. The comm u n ity service prog ram is explained , expectations to complete 
the program are d iscussed , forms of enro l lment a re completed wh ich consists of a Contract, 
Juven i le Med ica l  Release Form , Waiver of L iab i l ity Form , and Work Sched u le .  Copies of a l l  
form s a nd work sched ule a re made and g iven to  the person being enrol led . A copy of  a l l  the 
forms a re scan ned and sent to each referri ng J uven i le Services D ivision staff mem ber. 

After e n ro l l ment, weekly or daily tracking of time each referra ls ti me is g iven to Publ ic  Works 
staff to track move m ent th rough the prog ra m .  At the end of each referra ls assig ned hours of 
pub l ic service, a certificate of completion is prod uced and sent to the referring J uven i le Services 
Division staff mem ber. 



Those referrals that do not com plete the progra m  a re term inated based u po n  the cond itions of 
thei r  Contract. W hen term i nation is the cou rse of action ,  notification of term i nation are sent to 
the referring J uven i le Services Division staff member. 

Other than removi ng homeless cam ps, the wards a lso provide the labor for u n load ing and 
storing t ires at Am nesty Tire events that takes place two t imes per year. 

Typica l  costs to operate th is prog ram comes from the salaries and benefits of City Streets 
Department staff for su pervision of the wards ,  transportation of the ward s  to the cleanup sites, 
provision of tools used for clean u p ,  and adm i n istrative cost of Sol id Waste staff to enro l l  the 
wards,  track thei r  progress through the progra m ,  their time in i nteracting with juveni le Offenders 
staff, a nd fi l ing documents of term i nation or com pletion from the prog ra m .

The claimant is a l leg ing that an orange road 
work s ign in the center med ian island of 4th and "G" Streets flew into h is veh icle 
causing damage. Mr. Rami rez was seeking $2 ,390.69 in damages for veh icle 
repairs or a lternately $250 for h is veh icle i nsurance deductible.  The cla im was 
fi led timely and sufficiently. 

SITUATION 

Mr. Ramirez a l leges that on Apri l 23 , 20 1 6 , he was d riving past 4th and "G" 
Streets and the orange road work sign  flew into h is veh icle causing damage. 

Suzanne Johnson , AIMS, i nvestigated the claim .  She attempted to reach the 
cla imant by telephone. However, she d id not receive a return phone ca l l .  She 
then mai led the cla imant a contact letter but d id not receive a response . 

Ms.  Johnson checked the weather h istory for the date of loss on l ine .  The wind 
speed was 8 m i les per hour  northwest. The maximum wind speed for the day 
was 1 6  m i les per hour and the maximum gust speed was 22 mi les per hour. 
Therefore,  the wind cond it ions were sign ificant from approximately 9 : 00 a . m .  to 
1 0 : 00 p .m .  

Ms .  Johnson spoke with the City's Publ ic Works Operations Director, Dave 
Randal l .  M r. Randal l  confirmed that the City was not involved in the med ian 
island project. Ms.  Johnson a lso spoke with Jennifer Stickman ,  Admin istrative 



Assistant in  the City's Eng ineering Department. Ms . Stickman confi rmed the City 
used a contractor, C lean Cut Landscape , to insta l l  d rought tolerant landscape in 
the median is land and the orange road work sign belonged to them . Clean Cut 
Landscape provided the City with a Certificate of I nsurance that l isted the City as 
Add itional I nsured for the project. 

Ms. Johnson concluded there was no evidence of neg l igence on the part of the 
City because the City was not doing the work on the d rought tolerant project at 
the loss location at the t ime of the incident. Add itional ly ,  C lean Cut Landscape 
provided a Certificate of I nsurance l isting the City as Add itional I nsured under 
their l iab i l ity insurance pol icy. Furthermore ,  the incident appeared to have been a 
resu lt of heavy winds and was due to an act of nature that was out of anyone's 
contro l .  For these reasons,  the City shou ld have no l iab i l ity for the subject claim .  

Ms. Johnson has recom mended the claim b e  rejected . Staff concurs with her 
recommendation .

H ISTORY 
The City and MPOA entered into a Memorandum of Understand ing (MOU) 
effective August 5, 201 5  through June 30, 201 8 .  The MOU i ncludes an opener in  
each year  of  the agreement for negotiat ing the City's contribut ion toward 
employee health insurance premiums .  

S I TUATION 
The City has approved health providers for its med ica l ,  denta l  and vis ion plans 
effective Ju ly 1 ,  20 1 6 . The C ity has p roposed to contribute towards employee 
health in  an amount equal to the premium for the health p lans .  M POA has 
accepted the C ity's offer. A S ide Letter Agreement has been d rafted to reflect 
the changes i n  the C ity's contribution for fiscal year 201 6- 1 7 .  

FISCAL I M PACT 
City-wide,  the change in the C ity's contribution from the 201 5- 1 6 to the 201 6-1 7 
fiscal year  represents an add itiona l  expense to the genera l  fund estimated at 
$1 1 3 , 000 for the year. This amount is estimated based on current enrol lment. 
The City's decision to change the primary health provider from B lue Sh ield to 
Un ited Healthcare represented a reduction in the renewal p remiums by 
approximately $200,000 to the genera l  fund .

Employees can 
waive participation i n  the health insurance p lan if they provide evidence of 
other coverage and such waiver of coverage does not increase the 
premium charged by the carriers .

Allowance for the City Council of the City of Madera 

RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends Council adopt the resolution setting the monthly health benefit 
allowance for the City Council. 

HISTORY 

The City Council has historically received the same contributions toward health 
insurance as management employees and these contributions for Council are set 
by resolution. 

SITUATION 

The City has selected medical, dental and vision carriers for the 2016-17 plan 
year. Additionally, the City has proposed contribution amounts towards health 
insurance for all employees eligible for health insurance that are equivalent to the 
full premium for medical, dental and vision insurance. 

FISCAL IMPACT 

City-wide, the change in the City's contribution from the 2015-16 to the 2016-17 
fiscal year represents an additional expense to the general fund estimated at 
$113,000 for the year. This amount is estimated based on current enrollment. 
The City's decision to change the primary health provider from Blue Shield to 
United Healthcare represented a reduction in the renewal premiums by 
approximately $200,000 to the general fund. 

CONSISTENCY WITH THE VISION MADERA 2025 PLAN 

Health and welfare benefits for City employees are not addressed in the vision or 
action plan; the requested action is also not in conflict with any of the actions or 
goals contained in that plan.

WITH LEGACY K9 I NC FOR CAN I N E  TRAI N I NG AN D AUTHORIZI NG TH E 
MAYOR TO S IGN ON BEHALF OF THE C ITY 

RECOM M E N DATION 

Staff recommends that Counci l  adopt the attached resolution approving an agreement with 
Legacy Can ine for Can ine Tra in ing Services . 

S U MMARY 

I n  Apri l 20 1 3  the Counci l  approved an agreement with Heritage K9 for can ine maintenance 
tra in ing .  The owners of Heritage K9 d issolved the i r  partnersh ip and as a result of that 
action Heritage K9 ceased to exist and reformed under the name Legacy K9 . This 
resolution and agreement wi l l  amend th is name change under a new agreement. The 
costs and tra in ing parameters fou nd in the 20 1 3  agreement remain the same . The 
fol lowing was included in  the 20 1 3  report for clarification on the importance of our 
maintenance tra in ing .  

"Ongo ing tra in ing for the can ine and can ine hand ler is requ i red to mainta in  min imum 
proficiency standards establ ished by POST. These standards help ensure that the can ine 
is efficiently and appropriately uti l ized for specified law enforcement activities , inc lud ing 
suspect search and apprehension in  fie ld , veh icle and bu i ld i ng environments , officer 
protection , and explosive substance detection . Staff has identified a company in Fresno,  
Heritage K9 LLC , wh ich has the requ is ite resources to provide maintenance tra in ing that 
meets POST standards.  The staff at Heritage i ncludes former law enforcement hand lers 
who have extensive experience with procuring , tra in ing and hand l ing patro l  can ines. 
Heritage wi l l  p rovide a more responsive tra in ing resource for the Department's ongoing 
can i ne maintenance ,  particularly when problem areas are noted by the hand ler or 
supervisors . "

WHEREAS, the Madera Pol i ce Department has identified a com pany, Legacy K9 I nc ,  to 

provide can ine and can i ne hand ler  tra in ing at a cost of th ree thousand six h undred , 

$3 , 600 ,  per team per year; and 

WHEREAS, the Madera Pol ice Department has a l ready budgeted for can i ne tra in ing with i n  

the current fisca l year and  therefore no new appropriat ion is  necessary. 

NOW TH EREFORE,  TH E COUNCI L  OF THE C ITY OF MADERA does hereby find , resolve , 

and order: 

1 .  The above recitals are true and correct. 

2 .  The  agreement with Legacy K9, I nc, for can ine officer and  can ine tra in ing ,  a copy of 

which is on fi le in the office of the C ity C lerk and referred to for part iculars ,  is hereby 

approved . 

3 .  The Mayor is hereby authorized to  sign the  agreement with Legacy K9 ,  I nc .  

4 .  Th is resolution sha l l  be effective i mmed iately u po n  adoption . 



AGREEMENT FOR CAN I N E  OFFICER 
AN D CAN I N E  TRAI N I NG 

TH IS  AGREEME NT, made th is day of , 2016, by and between the C ITY OF 
MADERA, hereinafter referred to as "City,, , and  Legacy K9 I nc, herein after referred to as "Provider" . 
R EC ITALS : 

A The City currently uti l izes pol ice can ine(s) to provide patrol ,  and contro l led substance and explosive 

detection services in connection with the C ity's Pol ice Department Can ine Program.  The City employs 

officer(s) as a can ine handler(s) in connection with the services provided by the canine.  The can ine program 

requ i res tra in ing for each can i ne and hand ler team sufficient to  meet Cal ifornia POST can ine standards 

(herei nafter referred to as the 1 'Services") .  

B. The C ity desires that these Services , as specified herein ,  be provided by a contracted Provider. 

C. The City requ i res the P rovider to have the necessary experience and q ua l ifications to provide the 

Services, and mainta in the q ua l ifications of both the can i ne and handler to meet Cal ifornia POST can ine 

standards. 

AGR EEMENT 

N OW, TH EREFORE, i n  consideration of the foregoing and the mutual covenants and agreements here in  

conta ined, it is  agreed by and between C ity and P rovider as fol lows: 

1.0. Services. C ity hereby engages the Provider to perform the tra in ing services herein set forth at 

the compensation and upon the terms and conditions herein expressed.  Provider hereby agrees to perform 

such Services for said compensation ,  and u pon said terms and conditions City hereby authorizes Provider to 

com mence work immed iately u pon execution of th is Agreement. 

2.0. Obl igations.  d uties and responsib i l ities of Provider. It shal l  be the d uty, ob l igation and 

responsib i l ity of Provider, in a sk i l led and professional manner, to perform all work, furn ish all material and 

labor  costs, and supply C ity the Services as l isted i n  Exh ib it A attached hereto and incorporated herein as 

though  fu l ly set forth , a l l  i n  accordance with Exh ib it A: Scope of Work for a determ ined fee as specified i n  said 

scope of work and as described below. 

3 .0 .  Provider's performance and completion schedu le.  Provider is authorized to commence work 

immediately upon receipt of a fu l ly executed copy of th is  Agreement. The work to be performed by Provider 

as specified with i n  this Agreement shal l  continue to and through June 15, 201 7, and shal l  automatica lly renew 

for one year  terms thereafter u nt i l  term ination of this Agreement as provided i n  Paragraph 12 hereof. The 

work to be performed by Provider shal l  consist of perfo rm ing the work as described in  the attached Scope of 

Work (Exh i bit A) . 



4.0 .  Obey a l l  laws. I n  performing the Services pursuant to th is Agreement, Provider shal l  

comply with a l l  federa l ,  state and local laws and regu lations to legal ly perform the work requ i red under 

th is Agreement. Provider shal l  obey all federal ,  state and local laws i n  com pletion of this Agreement. 

5 .0 .  Provider's fees and compensation. C ity agrees to pay to Provider, and Provider agrees 

to accept and receive as payment in fu l l  the fees as described in Exh ib it A for any and all work, services , 

suppl ies, materials and equ ipment fu rnished by Provider as requ i red to provide the Services perta in ing to 

this Agreement. 

6 .0 . Month ly Progress B i l l i ngs. Provider shall furn ish City with item ized month ly progress 

b i l l ings for provision of the Services , and such month ly payments shal l  be d ue and payable by City with i n  

thirty (30) days after presentation of  approved invoices to City. 

7.0. I ndependent contractor. I n  fu rn ish ing the Services perta in ing to this Agreement Provider 

is acting  as an i ndependent contractor and not as an employee of C ity. 

8 .0 .  I ndemn ification .  Provider agrees to indemn ify and defend C ity, and  hold it, its Counci l ,  

boards, commissions, officers, volunteers, employees and  agents free and harm less from and  against 

any and a l l  c laims, lawsu its , judgments ,  costs , expenses and attorney's fees on account of i njury to 

persons or damage to property arising  out of or resu lt ing from provid ing the Services contemplated in this 

Agreement, i nclud ing ,  but not l im ited to, neg l igence or wil lfu l m isconduct of Provider and its officers and 

employees. 

9.0 .  

Requ i rements.  

Insurance. Provider shal l  maintain insurance as described in  Addendum 1 :  I nsurance 

1 0.0 .  Attorney's fees/venue.  In  the event that any action is broug ht to enforce the terms of th is 

Agreement, the party fou nd by the cou rt to be in  default agrees to pay reasonable attorney's fees to the 

successfu l party in an amount to be fixed by the Court. The venue for any claim being brought for breach 

of this Agreement shal l  be the County of Madera. 

1 1 . 0 .  Govern ing law. The laws of the State of Cal iforn ia  shal l  govern the rights and obl igations 

of the parties under this Agreement, including the interpretation of the Agreement. If any part of the 

Agreement is adjudged to be inval id or unenforceable, such judgment shal l  not affect the fu l l  force and 

effect of the remainder of the Agreement. 

1 2 .0 .  Term ination . Th is Agreement may be term inated by mutual agreement, or it may be 

terminated by either party u pon tendering th irty (30) days written notice of i ntent to terminate the 

Agreement. Such notice shal l  be sent to C ity at: C ity of Madera Pol ice Department, c/o Ch ief of Police, 

330 South C Street, Madera ,  CA 93638, or to Provider at: Legacy K9 , I nc. , 1 56 S .  M innewawa, Fresno, 

CA 93727. In the event of such termination , Provider shal l  be paid for Services rendered to date of 

termination not to exceed the amount referenced in Paragraph 5 .0  hereof. 

1 3.0 .  Assignment. Neither C ity nor Provider wi l l  assign its interest i n  th is Agreement without 

the written consent of the other party. 



1 4.0 .  Notices. All notices and communications from C ity shal l  be to the party l isted i n  

Paragraph 1 2 . 0  of  this Agreement. Verbal commun ications sha l l  be  confirmed in  writing ,  or by  email to 

legacyk9inc@gmai l .com. Al l  written notices shal l  be provided and addressed as provided herein .  

1 5.0 .  Complete agreement of parties. This Agreement, includ ing  attachments incorporated 

herein by reference, represents the fu l l  and complete understand ing of the Services perta in ing to this 

Agreement. Any modifications to this Agreement shall be in  writing and s igned by authorized 

representatives of both parties. One or more waivers of any term , cond it ion or covenant by either party 

shal l  not be construed as a waiver of any other term , cond ition or covenant that is part of th is Agreement. 

This Agreement may be renewed at the completion of the term specified i n  Paragraph 3 .0  on consent of 

both parties.

EXH I BIT A 
Scope of Work 

Can ine and Hand ler Tra in ing Services 

The tra in ing services and payment to be made therefore shal l  be as provided for in this Scope of Work. 

1 .  Legacy K9 wi l l  provide ma intenance tra in ing for detection patrol can ine and hand ler teams for a 
total cost of $3 ,600 .00 (th ree thousand six hundred dol lars) per team per year. Payment for such 
services shal l  be made on  a month ly basis of $300 .00 for each month per team ,  in  arrears, in 
wh ich tra in ing occurs for a total not to exceed $3,600.00 per team per year. 

2 .  Train ing wi l l  occur two t imes per  month on a regu lar schedu le to  be determined by the tra iner and 
hand ler, and at  locations agreed to by Legacy K9 and the C ity of  Madera Pol ice Department. 
Train ing sessions shal l  be eight hours in  length and incorporate regu lar b reaks for the can ine, 
handler and tra iner. The tra in ing may be conducted in  conjunction with other law enforcement 
agencies. 

3. Maintenance train ing  shall i nc lude, but not be l im ited to, obedience, agi l ity, officer protect ion, 
suspect search (field ,  bu i ld ing  and veh icle) and apprehension ,  and detection of explosive 
substances, materials and elements . The train ing provided shal l  mainta in  the can ine and hand ler 
to POST standards.  

4. In the event that problem areas are observed and the can ine is unable to meet POST standards, 
add itional sessions may be arranged at Legacy K9's. standard rate of $ 1 7 .00 per hour. 

5 .  The C ity of  Madera Pol ice Department shal l  be responsible for provid ing explosive tra in ing aids, 
and be responsib le for al l  storage and transportation of such aids. 



ADDENDUM 1 
I nsurance Requ i rements 

Consu ltant shal l  procu re and mainta in  for the duration of the contract insurance against claims for inju ries 

to persons or damages to property wh ich may arise from or in connection with the performance of the 

work hereunder by the Consu ltant, h is/her agents, representatives, or employees. 

Minimum Scope and Limits of Insurance 

Consu ltant shal l  mainta in  l im its no less than :  

• $ 1 ,000,000 Genera l  Liab i l ity ( includ ing operations, products and completed operations) per 
occurrence for bod i ly  i njury, personal injury and property damage at least as broad as I nsurance 
Services Office ( ISO) Commercial General L iabi l ity coverage (occurrence Form CG 00 0 1 ) . 

• $ 1 ,000, 000 Automobi le L iabi l ity per accident for bod i ly injury or property damage at lease as 
broad as ISO Form CA 00 0 1  covering Automobi le Liab i l ity, code 1 (any auto) .  

• Worker's Compensation as requ i red by the State of Cal iforn ia .  
• $ 1 ,000, 000 Employer's L iab i l ity per accident for bod i ly i njury or d isease.  
• $ 1 ,000,000 Errors & Omissions Liabi l ity appropriate to the consu ltant's profess ion . Arch itect's 

and Eng ineer's coverage is to be endorsed to include contractual  l iab i l ity. 

I f  Consu ltant mainta ins h ig her l im its than the m in imums requ i red above, the entity shal l  be entitled to 

coverage at the h ig her l im its mainta ined by Consu ltant. 

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions 

Any deductibles or self- insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the entity. 

Other Insurance Provisions 

The general l iab i l ity pol icy and automobi le l iab i l ity pol icies are to conta i n ,  or be endorsed to conta in , the 

fol lowing provisions: 

• The entity, its officers , officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as i nsureds with 
respect to l iab i l ity aris ing out of automobi les owned , leased , h i red or borrowed by or on behalf 
of the consu ltant; and with respect to l iab i l ity arising out of work or operations performed by 
or on behalf of the consu ltant. 

• For any cla ims related to this project, the Consu ltant's insurance coverage shal l  be primary 
insurance as respects the entity, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers. Any 
insurance or self- insurance maintained by the entity, i ts officers , officials ,  employees or 
volunteers shal l  be excess of the Consu ltant's insurance and shal l  not contribute with it. 

• Each insurance pol icy requ i red by th is clause shal l  be endorsed to state that coverage shal l  
not be canceled by e ither party, except after th irty (30) days'  pr ior written notice by certified 
mai l ,  retu rn receipt requested , has been g iven to the entity. 

• Coverage shal l  not extend to any indemnity coverage for the active neg l igence of the 
add itional i nsured in any case where an agreement to indemnify the addit ional insured would 
be i nval id under Subd ivision (b)  of Section 2782 of the C iv i l  Code. 

Waiver of Subrogation 

Consu ltant hereby agrees to waive subrogation which any insurer of Consu ltant may acqu i re from 

Consu ltant by virtue of the payment of any loss. Consu ltant agrees to obta in any endorsement that may 

be necessary to effect this waiver of subrogation .  



The workers' compensation pol icy shal l  be endorsed to conta in  a waiver of subrogation i n  favor of the 

entity for all work performed by the Consu ltant, its agents ,  employees , i ndependent contractors and 

subcontractors. 

Acceptability of Insurers 

I nsurance is to be p laced with Ca l iforn ia admitted insurers with a current AM Best's rating of no less than 

A:Vl l ,  un less otherwise acceptable to the entity. 

Verification of Coverage 

Consu ltant shal l  furnish the entity with copies of orig ina l  certificates and endorsements, i nc luding 

amendatory endorsements, effecting  coverage requ i red by th is clause. Al l  certificates and endorsements 

are to be received and approved by the entity before work com mences; however, fai l u re to do so shal l  not 

operate as a waiver of these insurance requ irements. The entity reserves the right  to req u i re complete, 

certified copies of a l l  requ i red insurance pol icies, includ ing endorsements effecting  the coverage requ ired 

by these specifications at any t ime. 

Subcontractors 

Consu ltant shal l  i nclude a l l  subcontractors as i nsureds under its pol icies or shal l  fu rn ish separate 

certificates and endorsements for each subcontractor. Al l  coverages for subcontractors shal l  be subject 

to a l l  of the requ i rements stated here in .

RECOM M EN DATI O N :  
I t  i s  recommended that the Cou nci l  consider t h e  proposed resolution approvi ng a perm it to a l low 
Pacific Gas and Electric the temporary use of City property on Tozer road and a uthorizi ng the 
Mayor to sign the perm it. 

S U M MARY/DISC U SI O N :  
PG&E crews a re preparing t o  mobi l ize for testing o f  the exist ing natural  gas p ipel ine located i n  
Tozer Road ( Road 2 8 ) ,  Madera .  PG&E would  l i ke t o  rent a 5 , 000 square foot area o f  City 
p roperty, as shown on the attached Exh i bit Map for Stag ing a nd Laydown . 

PG& E wi l l  com pensate the City $2 , 500 ( $500/month) for use of the land . If the project extends 
beyond Dece m be r  5th add itional payments wi l l  be made based on the $500 month rate. 

This is a fifty foot wide 1 00 foot long area at the edge of the Tozer and wi l l  have no i m pact on 
the City. The City is held harm less and a certificate of l iab i lty insurance wi l l  be provided through 
PG&E's self insurance prog ra m .  The site wi l l  be returned to its orig in  cond ition at the end of the 
p roject. 

FI NANCIAL I M PACT: 
The ag reement wi l l  net the City's Genera l  Fund $2 , 500.  There wi l l  be no expenses incurred by 
the City. 

MADERA VISION 2025: 
The proposed action is  not specifical ly addressed i n  the Plan nor is it contrary to its provis ions 
or  intents .

3 .  The Mayor i s  authorized to execute the document on behalf of the 

C ity of Madera .

Tem porary Permit to Enter and Use Property 

This Temporary Permit to Enter and Use Property ( Perm it) is entered into on the 1 5th of June ,  201 6 by 
and between City of Madera ("Owner")  and Pacific Gas and Electric Company ("PG&E") .  The Owner 
owns the property located at Cl inton Street and Tozer Street (Road 28) , APN :  008- 1 60-003, Madera 
County, Cal ifornia  ("the Property'') .  

Owner and PG&E agree as fol lows: 

1 .  R ight of Entry and U se - Owner hereby grants permission to PG &E,  its agents , employees, 
contractors , and assigns,  a temporary right of entry on port ion of the Property described and 
depicted i n  Attachment "A" attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof ("Permit 
Area") , togethe r  with a right of ingress and egress, for the purpose of storing construction 
materials,  equ ipment, water tanks and parking veh icles in conjunction with T-1 030 Hydrostatic 
P ressure Testing of PG&E's underg round gas transmission fac i l it ies . PG&E's use of the Permit 
Area wi l l  be i rrevocable d u ring the term of this Permit, except in the case of a material breach of 
the terms of this Permit. 

2. Term - The term of this Perm it shal l  be for a period of f ive (5) months commencing on July 5 ,  
201 6 a n d  shal l  term inate on  December 5 ,  20 1 6. 

3 .  Surrender - Upon the  expiration or termination o f  this Permit, PG&E sha l l  remove a l l  veh icles, 
personal p roperty, debris and waste material resu lt ing from PG&E's activities and return the Permit 
Area in substantial ly the same condition that existed at the commencement of the term . 

4. Fee - PG& E  shal l  pay Tenant Two Thousand F ive Hundred Dollars ($2,500.00) as compensation for 
the temporary use of the Permit Area. Tenant shal l  provide PG&E a completed I RS W-9 Form for 
processing  payment of the compensation.  

5 .  Holdover - I n  the event that the Permit Area is occupied beyond the exp i rat ion or termination of 
the i n it ial term or any extension of the term ,  PG&E shal l  be deemed to be in ho ld-over and shal l 
pay, a hold-over fee i n  monthly i ntervals at the monthly rate of f ive hundred ($500.00) per month 
or any portion thereof, and the Permit Area shal l  be returned in accordance with this Permit (the 
"Hold-Over Use Fee" ) .  

6 .  Damages - P G &E shal l  repair  and m it igate any damage to the Permit Area or Property that is  
caused by PG&E,  i ts employees, contractors , agents, and representatives . 

7. Default - PG&E shal l  be in defau lt if PG&E fai ls to perform any obl igat ion hereunder as and when 
due .  I f  Owner determi nes that there has been a vio lat ion of any term, covenant or cond ition of the 
Permit, Owner shall p rovide PG&E ten ( 1 0) days to remedy such defau lt or, if it reasonably 
necessary to remedy such default after PG& E's receipt of such written n otice, provided PG&E 
have undertaken to cure such default with i n  such ten ( 1 0) day period and d i l igently pursues such 
efforts to cure to complet ion.  Any such notice of violation shal l  specify the nature of the default. In 
the event the default has not been cu red , Owner shal l  have al l  rights and remedies al lowed by 
law. In add ition ,  Owner shall have the right to term inate this Permit. U pon any such term ination, 
PG&E shal l  imm ediately su rrender possession of the Perm it Area. 

8. Indemnification - PG&E shal l  indemnify Owner against any loss and damage which shal l be 
caused by any wrongful or negl igent act or om ission of PG&E or of its agents or employees in the 
course of their  employment, inc lud ing loss or damage connected with or resu lt ing from the inju ry 
to or death of any person , or damage to or loss or destruction of any property.

9 .  Insurance - PG&E certif ies it is  insured under a major risk management program with large self­
insured retentions , with the min imum amount of $1 ,000,000 cover ing PG& E's use of the Permit 
Area under  this Permit .  

1 0 . Compl iance - I n  exercis ing the r ights g ranted under this Perm it, PG&E shal l  comply with a l l  laws , 
ord inances , and regu lat ions pertai n ing to its use of your property. 

11 .  Entire Agreement - This Permit supersedes all p revious oral  and written agreements between 
and representat ions by or on behalf of the parties and constitutes the enti re agreement of the 
parties with respect to the subject matter hereof. This Permit may not be amended except by a 
written ag reement executed by both part ies .

A major 

com po ne nt of the ADC progra m is a da i ly n utrit ious l unch progra m .  

The City cha nged its senior service de l ivery p l an  to save genera l  fu nd resources i n  fisca l yea r  201 1-2012; a 

major e lement of th is sh ift was the c losure of the senior mea ls kitchen staffed with City employees. The 

closure of the kitchen meant that an o utside vendor was needed to provide l u nch for ADC participa nts. 

Fresno Economic Opportun ities Com m ission ( F EOC) has been provid i ng this service in accorda nce with the 

City1s n utrition a l, performance and qua l ity req u irements si nce Septem ber  2012.

15 per mea l in 201 1-2012), but 

a lso demonstrated a service de l ivery p lan  that matched we l l  with the City1s needs.  A recent check of 

potentia l vendors demonstrated that FEOC sti l l  p rovides the best price whi le m eeting the City1s service 

de l ivery needs. F EOC1s proposed price of $4.32/mea l  for Fisca l Yea r  2016-17 is identica l to last yea r1s price . 

FINANCIAL I M PACT: 

The FY 2016-17 Pa rks and  Com m u nity Services proposed Thera peutic Progra ms Budget inc l udes sufficient 

fund ing for this agreement.

l .  F resno EOC-FS operates a food preparation center and is  not an agent or employee of the City of 
Madera. CUSTOMER has a need for food service as specified below. The purpose of this 
AGREEMENT is to state the terms and condition under which Fresno EOC-FS wi ll provide food 

services for the CUSTOMER. 

2. Services to be Performed. Fresno EOC-FS agrees to perfonn the foJiowing food services for

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CUSTOMER' S  DUTIES. CUSTOMER shall be responsible for and shall do the fol lowing: 

a, Meal lunch counts to be faxed over before 1 2 :00 noon the previous day of

Cancel lations or reductions in lunch meal wi l l  not be accepted.

5. Special meals, banquets, or other special food service requests must similarly be made by 
CUSTOMER to Fresno EOC-FS upon at least five (5) days advance notice.

such request shal l be at Fresno EOC-FS sole discretion. 

6. In the event CUSTOMER requests any special meals, banquets, or special food service which Fresno 

EOC-FS is willing to provide, the Fresno EOC-FS shall give CUSTOMER a price at which Fresno 

EOC-FS is willing to provide such service and the price, therefore, shall be as specified by Fresno 

EOC-FS. 

7. Payment. CUSTOMER agrees to compensate and pay Fresno EOC-FS the following prices:

General Liab i l ity coverage can be provided with one of two 
endorsement options; 1 )in the form of an additional insured endorsement to the 
Fresno EOC-FS insurance, or a separate owner's pol icy (CG 20 1 0  1 1  85 or its 

equivalent language) OR 2) a CG 20 3 7 1 0  0 1  along with CG 20 1 0  1 0  0 1  
endorsement forms or their equivalent language. For any claims related to this 
project, the Fresno EOC-F S  insurance coverage shal l be primary insurance as 
respects the City of Madera, its o fficers, officials, employees, and volunteers.

Such books and records shall be available 
for inspection or reproduction at alJ reasonable times at the subcontractor's p lace of business for a 
term of at least four years from the effective date of the subcontract. In addition to the above, the 
California Department of Aging, Department of Health Services and the Department of Health and 
Human Services have the right to inspect or reproduce all books and records at the subcontractor's  
p lace of business. 

A provision requ i ring the subcontractors upon written request, to furnish financial reports relating to 

the provision of services under the subcontract and the payment therefore to the adult day health center 
and to the Department in such form and at such time as requ ired by the adult day health care provider 
to fulfill  its obl igations for financial reporting to the Department.

H ISTORY: 

Measure 'T' imp lements the Madera County % Cent Transportation Sales Tax Measure 
I nvestment Plan (PLAN) approved by the Madera County voters i n  the November 2006 
e lection .  The tax was enacted for a 20 year period and took effect Apri l 1 ,  2007. 

The PLAN is a mu lti-moda l  fund ing program that com mits fund ing for the fol lowing 
p rogram categories : 

Reg ional Transportation and H ig hways 
Local Street Maintenance 
Local Street Supplementa l Maintenance 
F lexible (M iscel laneous Street programs) 
ADA Compl iance 
Transit Enhancement 
ADA/Sen iors/Paratransit 
Envi ronmental Enhancement 

The Reg iona l  Streets and H ighways program consists of two e lements . One is the 
respons ib i l ity of MCTA to manage and de l iver the projects of a reg ional  sign ificance.  
MCTA may e lect to enter i nto an agreement with the local agency to perform the 
eng ineeri ng and construction activities of th is element. The second element is  the 
respons ib i l ity of the local agencies to manage construction ,  rehabi l itation and 
ma intenance of the agency's arterial and col lector streets . Al l of the other p rograms 
a re the responsib i l ity of the local agency to del iver. The MCTA and C itizens Advisory 
Committee monitor the local agencies p rogress on  the del ivery of these programs. 

The implementation gu ide l ines in  the Measure 'T' Strateg ic Plan adopted by the MCTA 
requ i re the C ity to prepare and adopt an Annua l  Expend iture Plan (AEP) that m ust be 
approved du ring a noticed pub l ic hearing . This agenda item wi l l  satisfy th is 
requ i rement. The proposed expend itures i n  each p rog ram category m ust meet the 
objectives and g u ide l ines specified in the Strateg ic P lan .  The Strategic Plan is a 5 year 
p lan that is u pdated every 2 years and approved by the MCT A. 

DISCUSSIO N :  

The MCTA has p rovided the C ity with the fund i ng a l location for each of the program 
categories. The total a l location for FY 20 1 6/1 7 is $2 , 830 ,799 which is $ 1 80 ,051  more 
than last year. The a l location amounts a re earmarked for each program and cannot be 
sh ifted between programs. The recommended projects i n  the programs were selected 
by staff from Publ ic  Works , Transit ,  Parks and Community Services , and Commun ity 
Development Departments , and are consistent with the proposed 20 1 6/1 7 C ity's 
Capita l I mprovement Program and the implementing g u idel ines in  the Measure 'T' 
Strateg ic  Plan .  



The AEP for FY 201 6/1 7 i ncludes the fol lowing projects and programs:

Resolution, could be collected through the City ' s  special assessment procedure . As such, the 
homeowners were notified by first class mail that on June 1 5 , 20 1 6, a public hearing would be 

held at 6 :00 pm in the City Hall Council Chambers to confirm the delinquent assessments . 

DISCUSSION : Madera Municipal Code Section 1 -9 . 1 1 allows the City Council of the City of 
Madera to confirm the amount of delinquent fines,  and authorizes the City Administrator to place 

liens on the properties,  which may then be turned over to the County Tax Assessor for placement 
on the property tax roll for collection. 

FINANCIAL IMP ACT : There is  no direct impact to the General Fund from this action. 

VISION AND ACTION PLAN : This action is not specifically addressed in the Vision Plan.

I .  H ISTORY/BACKGRO U N D  

O n  January 7,  20 1 5  the C ity Cou nci l  adopted Ord inance 9 1 3 C .S .  and declared weeds to  be 
a n u isance and ordered the abatement of that nu isance as ca l led for in Chapter 3- 1 5  of the 
Madera Mun icipal Code.  

On February 29 ,  20 1 6  a City-wide i nspection for lots and properties in  violation of the Weed 
Abatement Ordinance was com pleted and 324 lots were noted in violation .  On March 1 7 , 
20 1 6  a Notice of Violation was issued to 324 properties. The dead l ine for owners to abate 
their properties was May 1 ,  20 1 6 . 

On May 1 8 , 20 1 6  the City Cou nci l reviewed the l ist of the properties that were sti l l  i n  
vio lation ,  cond ucted a pub l ic hearing ,  and ordered the abatement. At th is publ ic hearing ,  no  
objections  were noted . 

On May 1 9 , 201 6  the lots were re-inspected and , if necessary, u pdated the l ist . On May 25 ,  
20 1 6  the weed abatement contractor abated the 23 properties that were sti l l  in  violation .  



I I .  S ITUATION 

The parcels of land l isted on Exh ib it "A" (attached ) have been inspected and ,  at the time of 
i nspection were found in  vio lation of the Madera Mun ic ipal Code § 3-1 5 . 0 1 . These weeds 
have the potential to become a fi re hazard . The C ity of Madera Neighbo rhood 
Revita l ization Department took proper steps to notify the affected property owners by mai l  
of the p roposed weed abatement action on respective p roperties . The Weed Abatement 
Assessment Report was posted as requ i red . P roperty owners were provided notice of this 
hearing by certified mai l .  

At the hearing ,  p roperty owners may object to the charges for weed abatement levied 
against the i r  properties . The charges consist of $1 50 .00 Admin istrative Fee and the 
Contractor's Cost to abate the violation .  

Al l  charges i ncurred by the C ity of Madera for the weed abatement services wi l l  b e  i ncluded 
as a specia l  assessment on b i l ls  for property taxes levied against the respective lots and 
parcels of land , wh ich are considered l iens on these properties. 

The costs associated with the cleanup of those properties a re identified in the Resolution as 
Exh ib it "A" .

WHEREAS, all charges incurred by the City of Madera for the weed abatement services 

are proposed to be included as a special assessment to be collected along with regular property 

taxes levied against the respective lots and parcels of land, and are considered liens against these 

properties. 

NOW THEREFORE THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MADERA does hereby resolve, 

find and order as follows : 



1 .  The above recitals are true and correct. 

2.  The report o n  costs of abatement is  i n  all respects complete and correct and is  hereby 

confirmed. The amounts of the cost for abating the nuisance which remain unpaid, as 

shown on Exhibit "A" attached hereto are confirmed and, shall constitute special 

assessments against the respective parcels of land and are a lien on the property for 

the amount of the respective assessment. 

3 .  All written or oral protests or objections to the report on the costs o f  abatement have 

been considered by the City Council .  

4. The unpaid assessments shown on Exhibit "A" shall be entered upon the 20 1 6-20 1 7  
tax roll against the respective parcels o f  l and
